Running a Post-Batch Routine

NOTE: Luminex recommends running the default Post-Batch
routine with 0.IN NaOH after every batch to clean the sample
chamber and maintain peak performance. If the default Post-Batch
routine is turned off, the Post-Batch routine can be manually ex-
ecuted from the Commands & Routines (Cmds & Routines) tab in
the Maintenance page.

NOTE: If the instrument has not been calibrated, Calibration
Verification will be defaulted on the Auto Maint tab. If the instru-
ment has been calibrated, the Automated Maintenance Option,
as defined, on the Admin page will be highlighted.
